About this plan

UnitedHealthcare® Group Medicare Advantage (PPO) is a Medicare Advantage PPO plan with a
Medicare contract.

To join this plan, you must be entitled to Medicare Part A, be enrolled in Medicare Part B, live in our
service area as listed below, be a United States citizen or lawfully present in the United States, and
meet the eligibility requirements of your former employer, union group or trust administrator (plan
sponsor).

Our service area includes the 50 United States, the District of Columbia and all US territories.

About providers and network pharmacies

UnitedHealthcare® Group Medicare Advantage (PPO) has a network of doctors, hospitals,
pharmacies, and other providers. You can see any provider (network or out-of-network) at the same
cost share, as long as they accept the plan and have not opted out of or been excluded or
precluded from the Medicare Program. If you use pharmacies that are not in our network, the plan
may not pay for those drugs, or you may pay more than you pay at a network pharmacy.

You can go to retiree.uhc.com/centerpoint to search for a network provider or pharmacy using
the online directories. You can also view the plan Drug List (Formulary) to see what drugs are
covered and if there are any restrictions.

Prescription Drugs

If the actual cost for a drug is less than the normal cost-sharing amount for that drug, you will pay
the actual cost, not the higher cost-sharing amount.

Your plan sponsor has chosen to make supplemental drug coverage available to you. This
coverage is in addition to your Part D prescription drug benefit. The drug copays in this section are
for drugs that are covered by both your Part D prescription drug benefit and your supplemental
drug coverage.

Private Duty Nursing’

We cover medically necessary skilled nursing
services provided in the home by a private duty nurse
who holds a valid, recognized nursing certificate and
is licensed according to state law in the state where
services are received. Services are covered when
provided through a Medicare-certified or
Accreditation Commission for Health Care (ACHC)
accredited provider that can provide services safely in
the home.

The services requested must be ordered by a treating
practitioner or specialist after a face-to-face evaluation
takes place with a written treatment plan and letter of
medical necessity. The face-to-face evaluation must
occur no more than 90 days prior to the service
request.

The services requested must require the professional
proficiency and skills of a registered nurse (RN),
licensed practical nurse (LPN) or licensed vocational
nurse (LVN) due to a complex medical need and/or
unstable condition. Caregiver or other appropriate
support must be available to assume a portion of
care.

Note: Custodial and domestic services are not
covered.
