With the UnitedHealthcare® Group Medicare Advantage (PPO) plan, UAW Retiree Medical Benefits 
Trust members can see any provider (in-network or out-of-network) at the same cost share as 
long as they accept the plan and have not opted out of or been excluded from Medicare.

Seeing an in-network doctor
•	 Show your member ID card

•	 You pay your copay according to the plan benefits. Your 
provider will bill UnitedHealthcare for the rest

Seeing an out-of-network doctor
•	 You can see any out-of-network doctor that accepts 

Medicare and is willing to treat you

•	 Out-of-network doctors don’t need a contract with 
UnitedHealthcare to see you

•	 Tell your doctor that you have a Group Medicare Advantage 
PPO plan with out-of-network benefits

•	 Show your member ID card

•	 You will incur the same copay that you would have paid with 
an in-network provider according to your plan benefits

•	 If your provider won’t accept the plan, please contact 
UnitedHealthcare so we can contact them on your behalf 
to explain how your plan works

In-network doctors have a contract with UnitedHealthcare so 
you don’t have to explain your benefits to them
